Laura Lancaster's work is extracted from an archive of anonymous photographs and cine films procured from thrift stores and flea markets. Mediated through painting, her work transposes the forgotten and discarded snap-shots of strangers' lives into an ambiguous and uncanny territory between abstraction and figuration. Divorcing her subjects from their specific context and time, Lancaster relocates them to a place of collective memory and experience that resonates with our own. Her work oscillates between the nostalgic sentimentality of the celebratory moment, and the melancholic poignancy of the past.
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
